{(F-9) Sheriff - Award Contract for E9-1-1 Routing Services to Intrado, Inag.
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Currently, AT&T is providing our selective routing service for the E9-

1-1 system for all three PSAP’s (Concord, Kannapclis, and Sheriff). This
AT&T technology has not changed much since the initial implementation in
1994. Intrado provides a new NG9-1-1 selective routing service which

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1) The Board requests the State of North Careclina to provide financial
asslstance to Cabarrus County for Cold Water Creek Stream Restoration in
the amount of $75,865.00 or 20.57 percent of project construction cost,
whichever is the lesser amount;

2) The Board assumes full obligation for payment of the balance of project
costs;

3} The Board will obktain all necessary State and Federal permits;

4) The Board will comply with all applicable laws governing the award of
contracts and the expenditure of public funds by local governments,

5) The Beoard will supervise construction of the proliect to assure compliance
with permit conditions and to assure safe and proper constructiocn
according to approved plans and specifications;

&) The Board will obtain suitable spoil disposal areas as needed and all
other easements or rights-of-way that may be necessary for the
construction and operation of the project without cost or obligation to
the State;
